TRIPARTITE AGREEMENT

Whereas, pursuant to the provision of the Industrial Promotion Policy, 2010 (para No.
15.17) of the State of Madhya Pradesh under the ‘Special package for processing industries
based on urban solid waste’ announced by the State Government in the Department of
Commerce, Industries and Employment, the DTIC has received a definite proposal entitled

...................... dated .................. from the processor for setting up of & processing unit based
on urban solid waste at ...............

Whereas, the processor has also entered into an understanding with the Urban Local
Body dated .....ic..iii. for disposing of and processing of urban solid waste on day to day

Whereas, all parties to this agreement desire to secure and guarantee the full and
faithful implementation of the project as shown in the plan, to the satisfaction of the Urban
Local Body / the DTIC and in accordance with the applicable and prevailing Rules and

Regulations ;

Now, therefore, for valuable for successful establishment and operation of the

proposed processing plant/project, all the three parties hereby agree as follows:

1. The Processor company will comply with and adhere to all the conditions which have

been laid down in the Environment Protection Act 1986, the M.P. Municipal

v
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Corporation Act, 1936 / M.P. Municipalities Act. 1961, the Labour laws of the Union
and the State and the Indusirial Land Allotment and Manageinent Rules, 2008 and
relevant rules and regulations of both tlie Industries Department and as well as the

Urban Local Body issued in this regard.

I'hat the processor shall manage and handle the urban solid waste in accordance with
the compliance criteria and the procedure laid down in Municipal Solid Waste

(Management and Handling) Rules, 2000.

That the Urban Local Body will provide free access t» the Processor to lift the solid
waste generated in its geographical area and first right to the solid waste will rest with
the processor. In the event of processor’s failure to utilize the entire solid waste the
Urbar Local Body may enter into an agreement with another company to utilize
unused solid waste in consultation with the DTIC.

That the DTIC in consultation with the Urban Local Body and the M.P. Pollution
Control Board will identify suitable land for the unit adjacent to the urban land
fill/waste dumping site subject to the availability of government land. After the
identification of the suitable land the DTIC will allot the said land to the unit under its
prevailing land allotment rules.

That the processor company will manage and process the municipal solid waste
irrespective of its grade and quality in accerdance with the best and uimost hygienic
practices. This will inciude waste handling and separation, storage and processing at
the site after collection, transfer and transport to the site. If it fails to comply with the
rules / regulations governing waste disposal the Urban Local Body shall have the right

to terminate the agn:emenf of solid waste in consultation with DTIC.

That the project will be given the status of Mega Project provided the processor
company intends to infuse ai. investment over Rs. 10 crore or more in terms of fixed
capital investment. In addition to this, project will also be eligible for concessions and
other facilities as incorporated under Special Package of the Industries Department for
setting up Processing Unit based on Urban Solid Waste. DTIC on behalf of the
department will extend such benefits to the unit.

That the company will maintain books of account indicating the details of waste

isposal, raw material and other incidental goods purchased for running and
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maintaining the processing uni: tor which the facility of assistance has been provided

by the State Government and the Urban Local Body.

That the processor company will permit Authorised Officer of the Urban Local Body,
industry Department and other departments / agencies concerned with the unit, to
carry out required inspection and shall also furnish relevant information required by

them.

That the State Government and the Urban Local Body shall have the right to withdraw
the facilities from the piucessor without any prejudice to the rights under this
apreament or otherwise and also foconii the amwwn widl bneiest (@ 18 p.a., if the
processor fails to comply with the relevant provisions made under the relevant acts,

policy and rules and regulations.

That the processor has agreed that in the event of any dispute with regard to facility

being provided to its unit, the matter will be referred to the Industries Commissioner,
Madhya Pradesh and his decision will be final and binding.

This tripartite agreement is signed by all the three parties as mentioned below on the
